The
SKO became the foundation for the Saito Kinen Festival Matsumoto, which was
launched in Matsumoto City of Nagano Prefecture in September 1992 under Director
Seiji Ozawa. The festival was renamed the Seiji Ozawa Matsumoto Festival in 2015 and
will mark its 27th year this summer. We have prepared many events, including three
orchestra concerts showcasing classic pieces, chamber concerts featuring a wide range of
works, Puccini’ s comic masterpiece Gianni Schicchi for the OMF Opera, as well as the
annual brass ensemble study group and joint performance at Matsumoto Castle. We look
forward to welcoming you.
